2.No untreated bio medical waste shall be kept stored beyond a period of 48 hours.
3.You shall maintain record related to the generation, collection, reception storage, Transportation, treatment
and disposal and / or any form of handling of Bio Medical Waste in accordance with rule and guidelines, al
records shall be subject to inspection and verification by the Board at any time.
4.1t iswithin the power and functions of U.P. Pollution Control Board to modify/ revoke the terms and
conditions of Authorization and issued under the Rule 10 of the Bio-Medica waste Management Rules, 2016.
5.The Bio medical waste shall not be disposed of in open place in the premises.
6.The occupier shall ensure compliance of Consent granted by Board under the provisions of Water
(Prevention & Control of Pollution) Act, 1974 under section 25/26 and Air (Prevention & Control of
Pollution) Act, 1981 under section 21/22. The validity of the Authorization is synchronized with the validity
of Consent Water and Air.
7.Y ou are hereby directed to comply the provisions of Bio Medical Waste Management Rules, 2016 as
amended.
8.Thefacility has to abide by any other rules/regulations that the Hon' ble CourtsNGT/
MoEF& CC/CPCB/TTZ Authority/State Board issues from time to time during the validity of this
Authorization.
